1. Academic Formalities
· Registration of new students

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· Orientation session by the Principal

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2. Formation of Mentor–Mentee groups and Mentor-Mentee interactions
As part of the Mentor–Mentee initiative, a special session was conducted where Dr. Poonam Almadi, subject mentor, interacted with the newcomers of the department. She guided the students about their course structure and shared valuable insights regarding their upcoming 3–4 year academic journey. The interaction focused on the importance of discipline, consistency, and active participation in both academics and extracurricular activities. Students were encouraged to utilize every opportunity, ask questions freely, and work on skill development that will support their future careers. Adding to the motivation, our Principal addressed the students and reminded them that this journey is not just about academics but also about building character, confidence, and lifelong learning habits. Such mentor–mentee sessions not only provide academic direction but also instill confidence, positivity, and a sense of belonging among students, ensuring they are well-prepared for the path ahead.
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3. Physical Activities
· Physical fitness exercises
Students participating in the compulsory Yoga sessions organized under the 3-week Student Induction Program. The session focused on a combination of standing, seated, and relaxation asanas to improve flexibility, balance, and concentration. Students were seen performing foundational postures like Tadasana (Mountain Pose), Trikonasana (Triangle Pose), Vrikshasana (Tree Pose), Bhujangasana (Cobra Pose), and Setu Bandhasana (Bridge Pose). The practice also included pranayama techniques such as Anulom-Vilom (Alternate Nostril Breathing) and Bhramari (Humming Bee Breath) to enhance mental calmness and focus. Through these sessions, students learned to cultivate mind-body awareness, stress relief, and energy regulation, helping them begin their college journey with vitality and mindfulness.
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· National Sports Day and Oath to Participate in indoor/outdoor games
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4. Literary & Creative Activities
· Slogan Writing on themes like Entrepreneurship & Self-Employment
Students were allowed to submit slogans in either English or Hindi, and entries could be handwritten or typed. Objective was to encourage students to creatively express their thoughts on entrepreneurship and self-reliance through impactful slogans.
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· Book Reading and reflection
As a part of the induction programme, a Reading in the Library activity was organized for the students. The objective of this activity was to familiarize the students with the library environment and to encourage the habit of reading. Students actively participated by selecting books, newspapers, and journals of their interest and spent dedicated time in reading. The peaceful and disciplined atmosphere of the library allowed them to focus and enjoy the process of self-learning. Through this activity, students understood the importance of libraries as a center of knowledge and were motivated to make regular use of this resource throughout their academic journey. It also helped them realize that reading enhances concentration, vocabulary, and overall personality development. 
The activity proved to be a fruitful part of the induction programme, creating awareness about the role of reading in lifelong learning.
